	Weigh the similarities and differences between at least 3 cultures and express whether you believe them to be more different or more similar using a Venn Diagram and at least a paragraph of explanation.
	Assess how geographic location could influence various aspects of culture (traditions, dress, beliefs, folklore) and create a PowerPoint presentation including pictures and maps.
	Compare, using a Venn Diagram, traditions, celebrations, folklore and beliefs from two different cultures one of which should be your own.
	Relate your life to the life your ancestors would have lived based on the different culture they would have grown up in through a presentation acting out both scenes (past and present). Obtain information through interviews.
	Consider how your life would be different if you grew up in a different part of the world. Write a song or poem about your new life (your family, celebrations, traditions, etc.).
	Recommend ways to learn more about another culture within your community. Include resources such as: books, churches to visit, music to listen to, art to view, etc.
